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For the last forty-two years since its foundation, this school has emphasised on the
development of characters and the acquisition of knowledge amongst its pupils, - It equally
stressed the importance of students’ discipline and the methods of teaching in view of the

fact the education has much effect on the civil life and the community as a whole.

The school was moved to this building soon after it was incorporated ‘and run on a

- . mom proﬁt making basns Although 1t has gradually expanded smce then, the school ig st111 C

"unable to meet the mcreasmg demand of secondary school places Reahzmg the v1tal 1m-'
portance of educatiou to the community, the school management is sparing no effort to

work out a plan for further expansion.

Under the proper gmdance of the Educatlon Authont}r and with the full support of
the public for the past few years the school is fortunate to have ‘made some achlevements
This., of course, should be also_.attributed to the parents who ' often give their valuable
advice and to the teachers who are $o co-operative all the time. However, I do not _feel
complacent at all as the provision of education is a task that takes hundred years to com-

plete. The duty of the school is therefore, to strive for further achievements.

"The issue of thig publication is by no means an effort to show off the school’s success.
1t only serves to review the past achievements and to encourage the "“management, the
teaching staff and the pupils'at‘ a.time when the school is celebrating its 42nd anniversary.

For the guidance of the achool’in the long run, itis the earnest hope that the public would

not hesitate in giving us their advice which is so valuable.
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- The Sung Lan Middle School was founded by Miss Tsang Pik Shan, to commemorate
her teacher, the late Mr. Chan Chi Bo (B %), and whose alias was Sung Lan (% #).

A native of San Wui District, Mr, Chan was a descendant of Mr. Chan Pak Sha (& & ),
an official and scholar of the Ming Dynasty. Mr. Chan Chi Bo was very bright since his
childhood and came fifth in one of the Rural Examinations held in Kwang-tung Province
during the Ching Dynasty. He was one of the followers of Mr. K’ang Yu-wei (BH &),
a scholar of renown in the late 19th century..

Having completed his higher studies in Japan, Mr.‘Chan returned and set up a
school in Hong Kong. Miss Tsang had been fortunate enough to have Mr. Chan as her
teacher for nearly ten years. Mr. Chan died in 1922 after devoting his whole life to education.

It was in 1923, one year after the death of Mr. Chan that the Sung Lan Middle School first
came into existance. Situated at No. 165, Wongneic hong Road, it was but a primary school.
With a view to enrolling more pupils, it was later housed in a new building at No. 3 Broadwood
Road and later moved to a larger one at No. 81, Wongneichong Road. In 1931, two branch schools
were established, one in Hennessy Road and the other in Happy Valley. At this stage, it was able
to enroll about 600 students in its secondary and primary sections and kindergartens as well.

The school however, had to suspend operation for a period of five years beginning 1941
when the Pacific War broke out-and the Colony was subsequently oceupied by the Japanese.

After the liberation of Hong Kong, Miss Tsang returned to the Colony from Mainland
China. Realising the urgent need of providing education to children, she secured as school -
premises .a block at No, 37, Leighton Road with the assistance of civic leaders and for-
mer students of the school. Repairs and fixtures were costly, particularly the provision of
apparatus and other necessary equipment. .

The school reopened in January 1946 when it was operated at full swing. It continued
to expand and in 1962, the secondary section was adapted to a course of an Anglo-Chinese
College to meet the demand of nowadays.

In 1957, the school was incorporated and operated on a non-profit making basis. The
first Board of Directors, comprising Mr. K. S. Fung, Mr. W.T. Wong, Miss P. S. Tsang,
Mr. M. K. Wong, Mr. S, H. Law. Mr. K.Y, Wong and Miss B. C. Yau was subsequently

formed with a view to bettering academic achievements. .

- e As the school premises-in LeightoriRodd was too small to cope with the: in¢reasing -enrol-
" _rient, the Board of Directois resolved at”a “meeting to*apply to Government for a new

school site. A plot of Crown land measuring 6,000 square feet in Jardine’s Crescent, Bay
View District, was allocated by Government.

Construction work of the school started in Autumn 1962 after Government’s approval
of the building plan prepared by Mr. C. T. Wong, a local architect. The new schaol
premises, a fivestorey building, was completed in April, 1963. It has 22 class-rooms, a hall
and two offices, one each for the secondary and primary sections. In addition, there are
laboratories for chemistry, biology and physics, a music room and a room for health service.

Two years and eight months have elapsed since the school moved into its new premises.
Total number of-students admitted has been increased and further achievement made in
academic field, details of which are contained in the school report.

It may be recalled that the school was first founded with an enrolment of only a few
hundred pupils. Apart from the suspension lasting five years, it had to overcome many
difficulties before its reopening in 1945, and since then, it has been expanding and the
enrollment is now near 2,000. All these should be attributed to the education authorities
who give. their full support and to all those who make their valuable contribution, Credits
should also go to the member of staff who are always co-operative with the management,

Miss Tsang will not be complacent with all these achievements, lest she should fail to
carry out the will of her teacher, the late Mr. Chan Chi Bo. She often takes as her own
advice the two proverbs——“To get to the highest point” and “To strive unceasingly”.
Tt is hoped that the school will continue to- prosper. : :
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A period of forty-two years has elapsed since the founding of this school. During this
long period great changes occurred in many different ways. It is impossible to give an
account of such changes in a few words. For such reason I just intend to give a concise

report on the different aspects regarding the expansion and organization of this school in
the past few years. .

1. Enroliment When we moved in this new school premises in April 1963, there were

approximately one hundred students in the secondary section. In September of
the same year the number of students increased to three hundred and fifty. In
1964 it continued to grow to around nine hundred. This year the number of
students has reached nine hundred and fifty. From the above figures we can see
that there are quick expansions in the number of students in the past few vears.

2. Classes. Owing to the fact that this school has newly been changed from a Chinese

middle school to an Anglo-Chinese one, we had classes up to Form III in 1963.
As years go by we are now having Form V. this year and this school has been -

whole day class for Form IV, three for Form III, five for Form II and eleven for
Form I. This year we have twenty-one classes: a whole day class for Form V,
two whole day classes for Form IV, four for Form III, six for Form II and eight
for Form I. The following table shows the increases in the number of classes in
the past three years: .

4. Curriculum This school is run in accordance with the regulations and syllabuses laid

down by the Education Department. Besides Physical Education, Music and Art,
we offer subjects to our students: namely, English Language, Chinese Language
and Literature, Chinese History, History, Geography, Physics, Chemistry, Biology
and Mathematics. For students of Forms I, II, and III they have to study all the
above subjects. But starting from Form IV they are allowed to choose their own
favourite subjects (The number of subjects chosen should not be less than seven).
The selection of subjects is generally based on their former academic results and
advice is often given to them by the teachers. In this school, great emphasis is
on the two languages, Chinese and English. Besides, textbooks in school, a list
of books have been assigned to students for extensive reading. '

5. Facilities In order to cope with the requirements of the syllabuses of the English

School Certificate Examination, the purchase of more apparatuses, reference hooks
and visual aids has been made continuously. Starting from this term we have
placed an extra order of over twenty different kinds of magazines for our library.
We also hope that'in future our science facilities will enable students of upper
forms to perform experiments individually.



6. Teachers Owing to the great expansion in the number of students and classes, the
number of teachers has also increased. In 1963 the number of teachers was thirty-
two and in 1964, thirty-three.' In 1965 the number has increased to thirty-four.
The following table shows the number of teachers (including palt -time) in the past
three years: :

7. Teachmg A panel is set up for every subject. Panel chairmen are appointed by
school to preside at the meeting whereas the Prefect of Studies will serve as advisor.
The panel will discuss problems in connection with teaching methods, the assign-
ments to students, the marking of exercise, the planning of teaching programmes,
the setting up of syllabuses for different forms, and to make suggestions for the
buying of equipments, visual aids and reference books. .

8. Discipline Great emphasis is laid on the discipline and conduct of the students in this
school. For such reason a committee has been set up to plan and carry out every
measure so as to maintain good discipline in this school. On the whole the discipline
is improving and most of our school rules are keenly observed by the students.

9. Advanced Studies of Teachers Teachers are encouraged to make use of their spare
time to further their studies. They are asked to attend courses which may help
or improve their teaching and which are sponsored by the Extra-mural Departments
of the two universities or the Education Department. - In order to encourage them
to attend these courses the school has taken up the responsibility of the paying of
tution fees for them. Besides, they have to present themselves at educational
meetmgs and conferences.

10. lnternal Examinations In this school each academic year is divided into two terms.
At the end of each term there is a final examination. Within each month a test
is given for each subject, and the total number of tests in a term is four. The
results ot each test has to be submltted fo ‘_the Prefect of Studles for mspecnon

S o

11 Scholarshlps and Bursarnes A certam 'number' of scholarsh1ps are awarded to students S

of good conduct and academic results. Bursaries are also given o needy students.
Besides, the school has donated six half-free places to the Tung Wah Primary
Schools, six to Fung Ki Cheuk Free School, three free places and three halffree
places to the Wah Kiu Yat Po Bursary Scheme. This year the scholarships and
bursaries given amount to $3,400 a month, approximately one-tenth of the total

income of our secondary section.

12 Exira-currlcula‘r Activities Certain clubs are formed in order to promote the students’
interest in various flelds outside their studies. They are: The Chinese Musical
Instruments Club, Harmonica Club, Art Club, Folk Dance Club, Athletic Club.
These ctubs including the school Choir, have their constant functions and meetings.
We have also organized our School Safety Patrol in May this year. Besides, the
following competitions and activities are organized. They are; the essay-writing
competitions, the wall-display competitions, school picnic, geography excursions,
matches of basketball, football and table-tennis and debates. -

TSUI HIN CHING

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In the Summer of 1964, I was requested by the Supervisor, Miss Tsang Pik Shan,
to run the English Evening School. Thanks to the good efforts rendered by the Supervisor
and the co-operation of the staff members, the work was carried on successfully. The
following are some of the main facts about the College and the Tutorial School.

Sohool Premises: Both the Evening College and the Tutorial School are housed in the
same premises as those occupied by Sung Lan Middle School with twenty-two well-equip-
ped classrooms and physics, chemistry and biology laboratories, libraries and the like. All
these form an ideal place for the young learners.

Organization of the Evening School: The Evening School consists of (A) an English
Tutorial Evening School and {B) an English Evening College.

(A) English Tutorial Evening School: The curricula of this school are all half-
“yearly, namely, to cover a whole school year’s curriculum within a period of six
" months: They are in strict accordance with those set by the Education Depart- = -
. ment. At present, there are altogether 8 classes—P, 4 to' Form. 5—with a total enrol-.
- ‘ment of 254 students, -Most ..of thiese students are ¢ither wroking day time or
", having finaricial” difficulties in’continuing- theif studies in regular day schools. We
are happy to report that approval has been received from the Education Depart-
ment that commencing from the present school year, the Form 5 students of our
English Tutorial Evening School will be eligible for Participating in the 1966 Hong
Kong School Leaving Certificate English Language Examination.

(B) English Evening College: This school started to function in September this

year. Its primary purpose is to give a chance to those who wish to complete their

studies in regular English day secondary school, but are unable to do so. The

¢ curricula are a year’s course, and are exactly the same as. those: adopted by the

%" Evening Secondary S¢hool.of the government, Each evening we have five periods -
of study. As a start, we have at present four classes only—P. 6 to Form 3—the
total number of students being 126. Higher forms of Forms 4 & 5 will be added
annually until the aim of participating in the Hong Kong School Leaving Certificate
Examination has been attained. .

=
»

The Teaching Staff: - The management of these two evening schools is conducted by
the Supervisor, the Principal and the Prefect of Studies. There are at present fourteen
teachers, all of whom are experienced and keenly interested ia their work., School meet-
ings are held from time, to time to discuss ways and mean$ to better administration and
teaching work. '

Scholarships: Qur schools are on a non-profit making basis. Not only school fees are
moderately charged; but also scholarships are awarded to students who are distinguished for
good conduct and good work in the class. Consideration of scholarship is also given to
cases where students are anxious to study, but unable to meet their school fee obligations,
Thus, students will be encouraged in their studies, and more chances are open to those
who might have discontinued studies through financial problems.

The above are the main-facts about our two -evening schools. All the time since their
establishment, we have been ‘doing the best we possibly can to achieve our sole purpose—
“TO EDUCATE THE YOUNGER GENERATION”.
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From ancient history, we understand women were treated unfairly. They had to stay
at home before they were married.
